Alice for InterAct!

Loving Son Memorializes Mom for DVAM
Matthew Bullard was visiting InterAct partner Oak City Cares to learn about volunteer
resources when he found out about InterAct.
 
Studying InterAct’s mission of saving lives, rebuilding lives, and securing safer futures, he
knew that his mother's story might have ended differently had she had access to a place
like InterAct. Matt’s mom Alice was only 14 or 15 when she was assaulted. What really
happened is murky and it is unclear if there were ever any consequences for the assailant.
Matt's grandparents were unable to be sympathetic and attributed the assault to Alice's
"sinful life."
 
Despite carrying this burden, Alice carried on with her life and became a case manager in
the social sector herself. She was a strong and loving single mom. But she could never



outrun the mental and emotional struggles and the crippling depression that resulted from
the assault.  Many years later, she took her own life.
 
Matt is running in the City of Oaks marathon on November 2—his mom’s birthday—and
he has created a Go Fund Me Campaign in her memory to benefit InterAct.
 
“Every donation, no matter the size, plays a significant role in creating a safer community,”
says Matt. “Together, we can help InterAct continue its mission to empower and uplift
those affected by violence.”
